Janelle Watson introduced Cynthia Mitchell who is a double below the knee amputee who is training in alpine skiing to compete in the 2006 Winter Paralympics in Turin, Italy.  On the 27 October 1998 Cynthia contracted Meningococcal Septicaemia, which she was lucky enough to survive with only the loss of her legs. Cynthia went on to complete the Higher School Certificate and then an Advanced Diploma in Graphic Design. She is currently working for Motographics who have helped her enormously by allowing the time off needed for training camps and competitions. 

In January 2003 Cynthia attended a training camp in Kimberley, Canada designed for disabled winter athletes, which helped to further her skiing to Paralympics level. Following this camp she was accepted into The Development Squad for Disabled Winter Sport Australian (DWA) Ski Team. 

In August 2003 she competed in the Australian Nationals for disabled skiers at Mount Buller in Victoria and won the "Woman's Giant Slalom" and "Super Giant Slalom". In January 2004 she spent time in Winterpark, Colorado training and competing with other disabled athletes from around the world.
