Melbourne Cup Trivia

****************************
Lowest winning weight: 1863 – Banker 5st 4lbs

Smallest field: 1863 – 7 starters

Highest winning weight: 10st 5lbs–Carbine 1890

Biggest field:  1890 – 39

Highest weight allotted: 11st 8lbs-The Barb 1869

1867:  Two horses called Tim Whiffler started.  To distinguish them, one was referred to as Sydney Tim and the other as Melbourne Tim.  Sydney Tim won.

1878: The previous year’s winner, Chester, fell after hitting a post.  In those days there were no running rails, only post markers.  Chester’s fall led to the introduction of the running rail. 

1880:  The winner, Grand Flaneur, is the only Melbourne Cup winner to remain unbeaten.  He had 9 starts in all.

1883:  Martini Henry won the Cup at only his second race start.

1910:  Comedy King was the first imported horse to ever win the Cup.

1915:  Patrobas was the first Cup winner owned by a woman, Mrs Widdis.  It was traditional for the winning owner to shout the members of the Victorian Club but Mrs Widdis asked that the cost of the shout be donated to the war effort, a suggestion that was applauded.  Patrobas is the only horse to ever win the Caulfield Guineas, Victoria Derby, and Cup treble.

1933 saw the only dead heat for a placing when Topical and Gaine Carrington dead heated for third.    In the same year, Charles Kingsford-Smith flew the film of the race to Sydney so that it could be seen in theatres the same day.

1938:  Sheila Laxon is credited as the first woman to train a Melbourne Cup winner – Ethereal in 2001.  However, the 1938 winner Catalogue was trained in New Zealand by a woman, Mrs McDonald.  Victoria’s racing laws did not permit women to be licensed and Catalogue’s trainer of record for the Cup was Mrs McDonald’s husband.

1948: The photo finish was used for the first time when 80 to 1 outsider, Rimfire, narrowly defeated Dark Marne.

1958:  It took until Baystone won in 1958 for number 7 saddlecloth to be carried to victory in the Cup.

1962:  Even Stevens was among the first New Zealand horses flown to Australia this year.

Janelle Watson introduced Sensei Tom Cullen who spoke to us about “Kenpo 4 Kids”. Tom was born in Ireland and attended Trinity College where he qualified as an Industrial Engineer. He is married with two children and lives in Strathfield. 
When Tom first arrived in Australia he worked as an Industrial Engineer with Containers Australia at Cabarita. Although Tom moved up the corporate ladder to become a Director of Marketing with a number of large International companies, he realized at 38 years of age that he wanted to do something different. 
He had studied martial arts from the age of six and decided he would start his own martial arts school aimed particularly at younger children and teenagers. He adopted the “McDonalds” approach to products and founded the name “Kempo4Kids” which aims to have the same approach and lessons throughout the world. Tom started his school in Strathfield and now has schools around the world. Tom’s clients range from Bus Drivers for Westbus to the FBI in the USA. His school has just held an International Competition at the State Sports Centre and will hold next year’s championship in Disneyland, California. 
He is currently raising funds to send an Australian team to Disneyland at a cost of $2300 per competitor for a week. Tom is very interested in any assistance available to help with the championship next year or with anyone interested in his schools. The first part of learning martial arts is the concept of restraint, knowing how to defuse situations and when to walk away. Although the lessons involve physical contact, the focus is on self control. Tom was thanked by Garry Pearce.
