Our Guest Speaker last week was Andrew Miedler who was introduced by Richard Horwood (our new Programs Director). Andrew’s topic was ‘Employee Retention & Attraction’.   Andrew has set up an employment consultancy with a focus on Employees as consumer of Employers. Employees are divided into four categories:-
VETS – 

born 1920 – 1940

Baby Boomers – 
born 1940 – 1960

Generation X’ers –
 born 1960 – 1980

Generation Y ‘ers –
 born 1980 – 2000

Gen X’ers will on average work three careers and 8 jobs. Gen Y’ers on average work 5 careers and 15 jobs.  The sense of long term loyalty to an employer is no longer part of the work ethic.

Employers now must brand their companies to portray the employment environment needed to attract employees. Andrew used the example of four major employers and their profiles in a study of which company employees chose to work for.  In all instances it was the overall profile, not just the salary, which decided employees’ choice. 
The Australian workforce is shrinking. In 2001 170,000 school leavers were seeking employment. In the decade 2020 to 2030 only 120,000 school leavers will be seeking employment.  Hence employers will need to compete to attract new school leavers into their companies.
