Connie Galletta introduced Paul Austin, who spoke to the Club about "Save Strathfield from Amalgamation". 
Paul is a long term resident of Strathfield who began his working life as a real estate agent and then set up his own property valuation company. 

When the NSW Government called for proposals from Local Councils for Boundary re-alignments, Strathfield proposed adjustments between Burwood, Canada Bay and Strathfield Councils to give Strathfield Council control of the Strathfield Town Centre. However, Auburn Council put forward a proposal that would ‘merge’ 98% of Strathfield with Auburn Council. 

To counter this move, a ‘Strathfield United’ Group was formed to reject the Auburn proposal. Paul is the chairman of this group and they meet each Monday evening at 7:00pm at the South Strathfield Bowling Club to plan strategies and publicise announcements.
At this stage, no action has been taken by the Local Government Minister, but Paul feels that the Auburn proposal is still on the NSW Government’s agenda, despite the assurance that there will be no forced amalgamations.
An awareness campaign by Strathfield United has been undertaken in Strathfield using red and white ribbons on trees in the Municipality. Strathfield United is urging residents to make their feelings known to our political leaders.
