Last Week’s Guest Speakers
*****************************
Last week we welcomed members and partners from Burwood, Concord and Strathfield Rotary Clubs to a Tri-Club Meeting for a Rotary Information Night. The speakers were Joy Gillett from the Aust. Rotary Health Research Fund (ARHRF); and John Heslop from District to speak about Child Protection requirements in Rotary.
Bill Patterson introduced John Heslop who is a member of the Holroyd Rotary Club. John is an ex-police officer who served in the Child Protection Unit of the NSW Police Force. John pointed out that there are Rotarians in our District who have been charged with child assault and reminded us of the Youth Exchange Children who have leveled abuse claims against Rotary. It is for these reasons that District 9690 has introduced a scheme where all Rotarians are asked to sign a declaration which is then lodged with District. After vetting by the NSW Police, these members are then able to assist in Rotary’s Youth Programmes. Rotarians who do not sign the declaration may need to be excluded from all Rotary Programmes where there may be a one on one occasion with that Rotarian and a child under 18 years of age.
Our second speaker, Joy Gillett, was introduced by George Hallworth. Joy works with the ARHRF which started 25 years ago. The original scheme raised $2million for research into Cot Deaths. Currently the fund administers $6million into research including Mental Health Research and Public Awareness. So far 350 Public Mental Health Forums have been held. 
A new scheme is the Indigenous Health Scholarships of $5000 per recipient for 53 recipients this year to study in a health field.
Another initiative is the Funding Partners Programme where the ARHRF provides 50% and the nominating Club provides 50% of the funds for a Club nominated health programme. So far there are 15 of these programmes. The annual income of the ARHRF is $3.2million. Other ARHRF programmes are the Bowel Scan Project and the Rotary Health Mobile Display. The mobile display is a Winnebago currently touring Australia.

DGN Harley Tarrant thanked our guest speakers on behalf of the three Clubs and also thanked PP Peter Davidson for his efforts in organising the evening.
