Last Week’s Guest Speaker
*****************************
Peter Harries introduced Peter Kasavetis who spoke to the Club about Financial Services. Peter has been in Business in Strathfield for 4 years after some time with the National and St. George Banks. The financial market has changed considerably with Prime lenders (Banks) and Secondary lenders (the rest) vying for customers. All lenders use the Loan to Value Ratio (LVR) to assess applicants. An LVR of 80% is normal but can increase to 100% with loan insurance. The loan insurance is 1.5% to 2% of the additional borrowings. The insurance insures the lender not the borrower, so the borrower could still be liable. A new system uses a Family Guarantee to allow an LVR over 80%. 
The broker can earn 0.7% up front and a trailing income of 0.25% of the loan amount. This is usually offset by the bargaining ability of the broker with the Major lenders. Reputable Brokers will use a Broker’s Contract that outlines all aspects of the transaction.
