Paul Giammarco introduced Alfredo le Cava who spoke to the Club about his company ‘Pure Gelato’. Alfredo and his partner, Joe Di Maria, set up their Gelato Business in 1994 in a small 9m2 room, calling the new company ‘Pure Gelato. They sold their gelato direct to cafes, restaurants and hotels. The next expansion was to a 200 m2 factory in Kingsgrove where three people ran the operation. In 2002 the company moved to a 1000 m2 factory in Croydon Park where the staff grew to 24. The new factory also incorporates a direst sales outlet for the Public. Currently they produce 1000 Litres of gelato each day and have a range of 104 different flavours. As part of their new marketing plan, Pure Gelato set up a membership club offering a one litre container of gelato to all new members. The new ‘Fig Gelato’ has won its class at the Easter Show. All members are invited to visit the Pure Gelato factory and collect their one litre of the gelato flavour of their choice.
