Last Week’s Meeting

Bradley Ayres introduced Veronica Necyporuk who is the Chairperson of Rotarians Against Malaria (RAM) and also the Principal at East Hills High School. Veronica pointed out that a person dies of Malaria every 30 seconds somewhere in the world. This death rate is greater than the toll from AIDS and affects mainly the young under 5 years of age and pregnant women. The death toll has quadrupled since 1980.
Rotary Australia is assisting New Guinea and the Solomon Islands to fight Malaria with research facilities, testing facilities and prevention methods such as mosquito nets. The carrier of Malaria is the female Anopheles Mosquito that passes on the Malaria parasite to its victim. The parasite has a 10 day incubation period and then induces flu-like symptoms that are often not diagnosed as malaria.
Research into a vaccine is necessary as the Quinine drugs are becoming less effective against Malaria.  Veronica was thanked by Sal Tosto on behalf of the Club and Sal also passed over $1000 from the Club to adopt a small village in the Solomon Islands.
