DGN Harley Tarrant introduced PDG Lloyd Roever who spoke to the Club about, “Reaching Overseas with Medical Aid for Children (ROMAC). Lloyd has been in Burwood Rotary Club for 32 years and has served in a variety of positions in the Club and at District. Lloyd ran his own business in ‘Clutch Manufacture’ which he sold and devoted more time to Rotary. He is the co-founder of the Australian Pituitary Foundation and is chairman of the Eastern Region of ROMAC. Both projects are seeking funding and volunteers. The volunteers for ROMAC are to provide care, transport, etc., for the children brought to Australia for treatment.
The Mission of ROMAC is to provide medical treatment for children from developing countries in the form of life saving and/or dignity restoring surgery. The concept of ROMAC was born in March 1985 when Barrie Cooper, past President of the Rotary Club of Kangaroo Flat, a suburb of Bendigo in Rotary District 9800, visited Labassa, Fiji, with a group of Australian Surgeons.

With the help of ROMAC, Australian surgeons and the participation of major Pediatric Hospitals in all states, over 360 young lives have so far, been transformed.

The twenty nine District Governors of Rotary in Australia and New Zealand have signed a document detailing their support for the ROMAC program.

To date ROMAC have brought in children from:-

Fiji, PNG, Malaysia, Indonesia, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Vietnam, Cambodia, Tonga, Solomons, Philippines, Pakistan, Iran, East Timor, Vanuatu & Kiribati. The ongoing work of ROMAC needs support from all Clubs.
