President George introduced Peter Manenti who spoke about his background and what’s new in his Business. Peter has been in the Strathfield Rotary Club for almost 30 years and has been a strong supporter of our Club. Peter’s parents emigrated from Italy in 1929 and settled in the North Queensland cane-fields. He attended a small, state school at Ripple Creek until 1950 when his parents decided to take a trip back to Italy with their family. Peter visited many countries and cities that aroused an interest in travel. On returning to Australia, the Manenti family moved to Strathfield and Peter attended St Patrick’s College.
Initially, Peter won a scholarship to study Law, but the death of his father caused a change of plan. With his brother, Peter began a Liquor Business in Strathfield. In 1982 the Business was sold to Coles and Peter needed another career. He then began a Liquor Brokerage Business that has now branched into hotels, motels and other parts of the liquor industry. 
The business grew to such an extent that he took on a partner. Manenti & Quinlan are now the largest hotel/liquor brokerage business in Australia.
Peter outlined the different laws that affect the liquor industry in each State, with a particular view of the NSW industry. The price of liquor licenses and the associated poker machine licenses in NSW has become extreme with prices out of kilter with earning potential.

A recent trip to China for a liquor conference amazed Peter with the strength of the economic growth and the potential of the Chinese market.
