Last Week’s Speaker
****************************
Joe Campisi introduced Sandy Harrison who spoke about Aged Care - Past, Present & Future. Sandy is the CEO at Courtlands Retirement Home, Parramatta, where our own Shirley Del Prado is now employed. In 2001 about 2.4million people in Australia were over 55years old, in 2050 about 6.6 million people will be over 65 years old, representing 25% of the population. The retirement industry was changed in 1997 with the introduction of the Age Care Act that rated recipients of care on a scale of 1 to 8 to determine the level of care and the level of financial funding by the Government. Level One is high care and level 8 is low care.

The level of care required is assessed by the local hospital Aged Care Assessment Team (ACAT). Only 8% of the population needs aged care with the remainder managing in their own home.

The costs associated with aged care accommodation have moved more to user pays with 85% of the pension being used together with an accommodation charge of about $16 per day and a bond charge of about $116,000 on entering the home.
