Rotary Information
Rotary Attendance Requirements
A member should attend a regular weekly club meeting (or make up at another Rotary Club) at least 60% of meetings in each half year. Missing three meeting in a row should bring your non-attendance to the notice of the Board. Registering an apology does not absolve a member from meeting this requirement. Leave of Absence should only be granted for specific purposes: holidays, illness etc.. Exemption from attendance based on age & service may be granted (where appropriate) if requested in writing, but exempted member should still apologise for non-attendance.
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
