Polio will be virtually eliminated officially next year but, two billion people are still unable to read and write and 42 million people have HIV/Aids. Our District raised $165,000 for the Northcott Society last year. This year Lloyd wants to raise $US100 per member for the Rotary Foundation.
Lloyd wants to be notified of any new members so that he can personally welcome them to Rotary and plans to hold a cocktail party for new members later in the year. To encourage RYLA this year, The Australian and New Zealand Governors will select a member from each camp to attend the Gallipoli celebrations next year (the Clubs in Turkey are sponsoring the attendees). For those involved in Youth programmes, a Child Protection Seminar will be held on 8th August.
