Steve Taylor welcomed our guest speaker Howard Brown and his wife, Penny.  Howard was awarded an AO in the recent Queen’s Birthday Honours, and spoke to us about the Victims of Crime Assistance League, ‘VOCAL’.  Howard studied law but did not succeed in gaining admission to the bar, so he became a Private Investigator.  His interest in Victim’s rights was sparked by an incident involving the death of a close friend, when the perpetrator of the crime received a lesser sentence.  Howard researched the history of prosecutions in NSW and found that only 50% of cases taken on by the DPP were successful.  In the case of child sexual assault, the success rate is only 17%.  The message from Howard was to remember that the perpetrator decides to commit the crime, the victim only happens to be in the wrong place at the wrong time.  Remember this when reading media reports on crime.
