Last Week’s Speaker

****************************
Our guest speaker last week was the State M.P for Bankstown, Tony Stewart, who was introduced by Grahame True.

Tony’s topic was his involvement with Father Chris Riley’s ‘Youth Off The Streets’ (YOTS) and in particular his fundraising trek across the Kokoda Track, with 5 boys from YOTS.

Tony explained how he had been inspired by Father Chris Riley and his passion for YOTS, particularly after the sudden death of this friend and colleague, State M.P Jim Anderson, on the morning of the State Election in March 2003.

Father Chris had always expressed his dislike for the political environment, so Tony decided to prove to him that a politician could do something different and take time out of his life and share in the responsibility of our youth.

In October 2003, having never been involved in any serious walking before, Tony climbed to a height of 6000metres in the Himalayas, raising $75,000 for YOTS.

Father Chris then challenged him that next time he walked; he should do it with boys from YOTS. So they decided to take on the challenge of trekking the Kokoda Track.

Five boys were selected for the Trek, which was Co-led by upper house M.P Charlie Lynn in July this year, and included 2 youth Coordinators from YOTS, a Doctor and 2 T.V film crew from Channel 10.

The 9 day Trek along a 200kilometre mountainous jungle track, was without doubt, the hardest physical feat that Tony had ever completed in his life, and the 5 boys who were aged between 14 and 17 found it an extreme emotional and physical challenge that had changed their attitude to life.

Their effort to complete the grueling walk represented a major achievement in their lives.

To date the Trek has raised approximately $55,000.00 for YOTS and President Keith has pledged $1,000 from our club to this worthy organisation.
