Unfortunately, Beverly Carlyon had an emergency to attend to at home and was unable to attend this evening’s meeting. Richard Horwood will arrange an alternative time for Beverly in the second half of the Rotary year.

Our alternative speakers were our own members Warren Abbott, who spoke about his career, and Richard Horwood, who spoke to us about changes in the law affecting the sale of real estate in NSW.
Warren grew up in Mittagong and accepted an apprenticeship as a fitter and turner at Garden Island Dockyards in Sydney. On completion of this apprenticeship, Warren served as an airframe fitter for his national service. He then returned to Garden Island Dockyards as a diesel fitter where he and two mates decided to open a car repair business in Belmore Street Burwood. As the business grew, they moved to larger premises and eventually moved the business to the current location in Summer Hill. Warren’s two mates eventually moved on from the business and Warren ran the business himself. The car repair business does not have a rosy future as trades-people are becoming increasingly hard to find and the insurance companies are dictating the money available for repairing vehicles.
Richard told the Club of recent changes to the law affecting the sale of real estate. The law was tightened to require the registration of all bidders at an auction including the provision of suitable Identification. Bidders are issued a bidders number which must be show for a bid to be accepted. The registration information is only available to the Department of Fair Trading. If a late bidder arrives at the auction, the auction may be halted to allow for a new registration. The vendor is allowed to make one bid at the auction but this bid must be clearly identified as a vendor bid.

Both Warren and Richard were able to fill in as guest speakers at short notice.
