Richard Horwood introduced Brett Moore from the NSW Maritime Authority (formerly Sydney Waterways). Brett has been an executive with the ABC, the MSB and Sydney Waterways. The Waterways recently changed their name to the NSW Maritime Authority to avoid confusion with Sydney Water. 
Since 1997 Brett has been the general manager of Recreational Boating NSW responsible for:-

· boating compliance
· environmental matters

· Boat Licenses

· 
Aquatic Licenses

· Infrastructure Development and

· Navigation Aids

In NSW there are 410,192 Boat Licenses, 31,527 Personal Water Craft, 203,258 Registered Boats, 15,250 Registered Moorings in use on 12,500 m2 of waterways and 2,140 kilometres of coastline. The Authority employs 300 staff who operate from 33 offices around the State. All waterways and coastline are owned by the Minister for Ports on behalf of the NSW Government and the people of the State.
Last year, there were 391 boating incidents, an increase of 10% on the previous year. 16 fatalities resulted from these incidents. The increase in accidents and fatalities has caused an education campaign particularly aimed at the 45 to 65 year olds who are involved in the majority of incidents as the ‘baby boomers’ take to the water.
