Our first Job Talk was from Brian Johnson who told the Club that his previous Job Talk was twelve years ago, so this was an update on his life and career since then. Brian was an apprentice carpenter and joiner for the NSW Railways. He stayed with the Railways for 25 years finishing as a Project Director with the Capital Works Unit. He began his own building company which he has operated for 15 years. Brian prides himself on helping new apprentices and has sponsored five so far. In the next few years Brian hopes to acquire acreage in the Orange area and raise beef cattle.

Kevin Freund. Was our second Job Talk for the night. Twelve years ago Kevin joined his brother to form a conveyor belt company called ‘Endless Belt’. This company has three offices, Sydney, Wollongong and Lithgow; with Kevin running the Wollongong Office. Each office employs approximately fifteen staff who provide conveyor belts and repairs to the mining industry, the steel works, brickworks, power stations and other users of conveyor belts. Belts are prepared on their own sites and assembled on the client site. Kevin and his staff provide a 24 hour-7 days a week service to ensure the belts they install remain in service. Apart from the standard range of conveyor belts, ‘Endless Belt’ also provides a range of custom-made rubber/steel bonded rollers, pulleys and linings for severe applications.
