Peter started off as a teacher, and later was awarded the Order of Australia, for the invention of “mini-footy” for kids.

Among many other accomplishments, he was for 15 years the Chairman of the Australian Coaching Council.


Peter maintains that “it is better for people not to be coached, than to be badly coached”, as the latter takes probably 20 years to undo.


One of his strong beliefs is that sportspeople must have “Knowledge of the game, of themselves and of the people they deal with”.


Of several amusing anecdotes, Peter told of a footy front rower who commented, when a plane was delayed due to a strong head-wind, but then caught up and made it on time “Wasn’t it lucky the head-wind was with us!”


There are more than 300 women playing competitive Rugby League in Australia.
